Charge time is set to the scheduled time for this observation, although

the ontime is 3387s, which is significantly less due to telemetry

saturation. In addition, the livetime of the detector is about 589 s,

significantly shorter than the ONTIME of 3387.214 s. This is because the

frame time of 0.2 s is shorter than the minimum time that it takes to

read out the detector (about 0.9 s) in the specified configuration.

Therefore, there is a flush of 0.90588 s preceding each frame. This

flush time is dead time. The observation uses non-standard dither.
